After considering the different blanketing needs of the horses in our facility, we decided to offer separate levels of blanketing services. The fees and service offered are outlined below:

$35.00 per month - Basic Blanketing Service. This service includes blanket off in the morning and put back on after evening feeding. It is alright if a sheet is kept underneath to be left on during the day. Sheet will stay on and not be changed. 

$75.00 per month - Basic Blanketing Service plus sheet, hood and slinky. This service includes Basic Blanketing Service plus 1 switch during the day based on temperature variances.

$125 per month, Basic Blanketing Service plus putting on a sheet, hood and slinky. This service includes Basic Blanketing Service plus more than two switches during the day based on temperature variances.

If you do not use the monthly blanketing service and there is a situation where you need a blanket put on your horse there will be a fee of $5.00 per day.

Staff will check the forecasted low each day to determine what blanket to put on your horse for overnight. Please understand that the blankets will be put on each night depending on the forecasted low and not the current temperature when the blanket is put on. Blankets will be put on after the last feeding each day before they leave. Clearly specify if there is a different blanket that should be used based on temperature. Blankets will be put on early if weather changes before evening feeding.

Also, note that the only increase is for the extra blanketing service. The basic blanketing service is still the same as prior years.

The determination in offering the different levels for blanketing fees is based on the cost of time it takes to change a blanket. ARS staff is paid based on the services they provide. When we calculated the cost of our staff to do blanketing, it is a cost of $2.30 each day (estimating blanketing takes 5 minutes each time, twice a day). At that rate the actual cost to the facility is approx. $69.00 per month just for basic blanketing. We understand this is just an estimate and there are a lot of variances in situations. However, we wanted you to understand the logic with our new blanketing fee structure. 

Unfortunately, due to the current economy in addition to the increasing costs of operation, feed and utilities, we have been dependent on our staff to do more with less so we don’t have to increase other fees. We decided to evaluate the blanketing service offered since this service required additional time from the staff.
